CONTEUDO DA GED

Editoriais

Destinam-se a apresentagédo de temas de natu-
reza polémica, atual e de impacto, nos quais os
editores da GED percebam a necessidade de ma-
nifestar de forma sintética a visdo destes editores,
abordando ou ndo artigos publicados na GED.
Serdo escritos pelos editores e/ou membros do
Conselho Editorial ou, mediante convite, por ou-
tros especialistas.

Artigos Originais

De pesquisa clinica e/ou experimental, devem
apresentar a aprovagao da pesquisa pelo Conse-
Iho de Etica do hospital, servico ou instituicdo onde
o trabalho foi realizado. Devem ser estruturados
com os seguintes itens: Resumo (e palavras-cha-
ves), Introdugédo, Métodos, Resultados, Discussdo,
Conclusoes e Referéncias Bibliograficas (acompa-
nhado de unitermos).

Introducdo — Em que se apresenta a justificati-
va para o estudo, com referéncias relacionadas ao
assunto e o objetivo do artigo.

Métodos — Em que se apresentam: a) descricdo
da amostra utilizada; b) mencionar se ha consen-
timento informado; ¢) identificacdo dos métodos,
aparelhos e procedimentos utilizados, de modo a
permitir a reprodugéo dos resultados pelos leito-
res; d) breve descricdo e referéncias de métodos
publicados mas nao conhecidos amplamente; €)
descricdo de métodos novos ou modificados; f) se
for o caso, referir a anélise estatistica utilizada, bem
como os programas empregados.

Resultados — Em que serédo apresentados os re-
sultados em seqiiéncia l6gica, em forma de texto,
tabelas e ilustragbes; recomenda-se evitar repeti-
cao excessiva de dados em tabelas ou ilustractes
e no texto. No texto, nimeros menores que 10
serdo grafados por extenso; de 10 em diante, se-
rao expressos em algarismos arabicos.
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Discussdo — Em que serdo enfatizados: a) os
aspectos originais e importantes do artigo, evitan-
do repetir dados ja apresentados anteriormente;
b) a importancia e as limitagcdes dos achados, con-
frontando com dados da literatura; c) a ligagdo
das conclusdes com os objetivos do estudo; d) as
conclusdes decorrentes do estudo.

Referéncias — As referéncias bibliograficas de-
vem ser numeradas na ordem em que sdo citadas
primeiramente no texto. Elas devem seguir as re-
gras do Uniform Requirements for Manuscripts Sub-
mitted to Biomedical Journals — http://www.
icmje.org. Alguns exemplos mais comum séo apre-
sentados a seguir.

Os titulos dos periédicos devem ser abreviados
de acordo com o Index Medicus (List of Journals
Indexed). Se o periédico ndo constar dessa lista,
grafar o nome por extenso.

Tabelas — As tabelas devem possuir um titulo
sucinto, com itens explicativos dispostos em seu
pé. Devem ser numerados seqliencialmente com
algarismos arabicos.

Figuras — Serdo aceitas figuras em preto e bran-
co. Figuras coloridas poderao ser publicadas quan-
do forem essenciais para o contetdo cientifico do
trabalho; nesses casos, o 6nus de sua publicagdo
caberd aos autores.

Artigos de Revisdo

Somente serdo aceitos quando, a convite dos
editores da publicacéo, fizerem parte da linha de
pesquisa do autor, comprovada pela presenca de
artigos originais na bibliografia e citados no texto.

Relato de Caso

Devem ser objetivos e precisos, contendo os
seguintes itens: 1) Resumo (e palavras-chaves) e
Summary (e keywords); 2) Introducdo; 3) Relato
objetivo; 4) Discussdo; 5) Conclusdes; 6) Referén-
cias bibliogréficas.

Se aceita, uma c6-
pia sera enviada ao autor do trabalho que susci-
tou a discussdo, com convite para submeter uma
réplica que sera publicada junto com a carta.

Conflito de interesses

Conforme determinac¢do da Agéncia Nacional
de Vigilancia Sanitaria (RDC 102/2000) e do Con-
selho Nacional de SaGde (196/96) o(s) autor(es)
deve(rdo) tornar explicito, por meio de formula-
rio préprio (Divulgacdo de potencial conflito de
interesses), qualquer potencial conflito de interesse
relacionado ao artigo submetido. A presente exi-
géncia visa informar sobre relagdes profissionais
e/ou financeiras (como patrocinios e participacéo
societaria) com agentes financeiros relacionados
aos produtos farmacéuticos ou equipamentos en-
volvidos no artigo, os quais podem teoricamente
influenciar as interpreta¢bes deste. A existéncia ou
ndo de conflito de interesses declarado estara ao
final de todos os artigos publicados.

termo de consentimento informado e a protecdo
da privacidade dos voluntarios.

Bioética de experimentos com animais

Experimentos envolvendo animais devem se-
guir resolugdes especificas (Lei 6.638, de 8/5/1979,
e Decreto 24.645, de 10/7/1934).

Ensaios clinicos

Artigos que contém resultados de ensaios clini-
cos deverdo possibilitar todas as informagdes neces-
sarias a sua adequada avaliacdo, conforme previa-
mente estabelecido. Os autores deverdo refeir-se ao
“CONSORT” (www.consort.statement.org)

Revisdo pelos pares

Todos os artigos submetidos serdo avaliados por
dois revisores, os quais emitirdo parecer fundamen-
tado que servira para o(s) editor(es) decidir(em)
sobre sua aceitacdo. Os critérios de avaliacdo in-
cluem originalidade, contribuicdo para corpo de
conhecimento da area, adequacdo metodoldgi-
ca, clareza e atualidade. Os artigos aceitos para
publicacéo poderdo sofrer revisdes editoriais para
facilitar sua clareza e entendimento sem alterar
seu conteldo.

Direitos autorais

Todas as declaracdes contidas nos artigos se-
rdo da inteira responsabilidade dos autores. Acei-
to o artigo, a GED passa a deter os direitos auto-
rais do material. Assim, todos os autores dos artigos
submetidos a GED devem encaminhar um Termo
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de Transferéncia de Direitos Autorais. O autor res-
ponsavel pela correspondéncia recebera 20 sepa-
ratas impressas do artigo e o arquivo correspon-
dente em formato pdf.

COMO ENVIAR O ARTIGO

O(s) autor(es) deve(m) encaminhar:

¢ Carta de apresentacao assinada por todos os
autores ou pelo primeiro autor em nome dos de-
mais, contendo: 1) informacéo a respeito de sub-
missdo prévia ou dupla ou submissao de qualquer
parte do artigo atual;, 2) uma declaracdo de rela-
¢Oes, financeiras ou ndo, que possam levar a con-
flito de interesses; 3) uma declaragdo de que o
artigo foi lido e aprovado por todos os co-autores
e que os critérios necessarios para a declaragdo de
autoria (consultar Uniform Requirements for Manus-
cripts Submitted to Biomedical journals) foram al-
cangados por todos os autores e que cada autor
afirma que os dados do manuscrito séo verdadei-
ros; 4) nome, endereco, telefone e e-mail do au-
tor para correspondéncia; ele sera o responsavel
pela comunicagdo com os outros autores a respei-
to de revisdes e provas graficas.

¢ As figuras nd@o devem ser incluidas no mes-
mo arquivo do texto;

e Colocar no CD a Ultima verséo do artigo,
idéntica a versdo impressa;

e Etiquetar o CD informando o programa e a
versdo utilizados, bem como o nome do arquivo.

A submissdo do artigo pelo correio eletrénico
(e-mail) possibilita maior agilidade no procedimen-
to de revisdo.

GED is the official journal of the Brazilian Society
of Digestive Endoscopy — SOBED, the Brazilian
Federation of Gastroenterology — FBG, the Brazilian
Society of Hepatology — SBH, the Brazilian College
of Digestive Surgery — CBCD, and of the Brazilian
Society of Digestive Motility — SBMD, and the
purpose of the journal is to publish papers that may
contribute towards the progress of Gastroenterology,
Digestive Endoscopy, Hepatology, Digestive Surgery
and Digestive Motility.

Papers sent to the GED Secretariat (Av. Brig.
Faria Lima, 2.391 — 102 andar - ¢j. 102 -1452-
000 — Sdo Paulo, SP, Brazil, e-mail ged@fbg.org.br),
which are accepted by the Editorial Board, and
which have not been previously or will not be
concomitantly published in other journals may be
published. Papers drafted in the Portuguese
language will be accepted. At the discretion of
the Editorial Board, papers in the Spanish and in
the English language may also be accepted.

GED adopts the Uniform Requirements for
Manuscripts Submitted to Biomedical journals of the
International Committee for Medical Journal Editors,
available in the Internet (http://www.icmje.org).

GED CONTENTS

Editorials

Intended to present polemic, current, and
impacting topics whenever GED editors feel the
need to present their view in a synthetic manner,
whether or not such topics are presented in GED-
published papers. Editorials are written by the
editors and/or by Editorial Board members, or by
invited specialists.

Original Articles

Clinical and/or experimental research papers
should present the approval of the research given
by the Ethics Committee of the hospital, clinic, or
institution were the study was carried out. The
following items must be included: Summary (and
keywords), Introduction, Methods, Results,
Conclusions, References, and Summary and
Keywords.

Introduction — Presents the justification for the
study, with references related to the topic and the
objective of the paper.

Methods — Presenting: a) description of the
sample used; b) mention whether or not an
informed consent has been obtained; ¢)
identification of methods, devices, and procedures
used in order to permit reproduction of the results
by the readers; d) brief description and references
to methods that have been published but that are
not broadly know; e) description of new methods
or of modified methods; f) mention the statistical
analysis or the software used, as the case may be.

Results — Presenting results in a logical sequence,
in text format with tables and illustrations; authors
should avoid excessive information repetition in the
tables and illustrations and in the text. In the text,
numbers below ten will be written in full, whereas
numbers 10 and beyond will be written in Arabic
numbers.
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Discussion — Emphasis will be given to: a)
original and major aspects of the paper, without
repetition of the aspects previously presented; b)
relevance and limitations of the findings,
comparing them to information in the literature;
¢) connection of the conclusions to the objectives
of the study; d) conclusions arising out of the study.

References — Bibliographic references should
appear in the order in which they are first quoted
in the text. They should follow the Uniform
Requirements for Manuscripts Submitted to
Biomedical Journals — http://www. icmje.org. Some
of the more usual example are presented.

The titles of journal should be abbreviated
according to the Index Medicus (List of Journals
Indexed). If the journal is not included in such list,
write the name in full.

Tables — Tables should have a summarized title,
with explanatory comments at the foot of the
table. They should be sequentially numbered with
Arabic numbers.

Figures — Black and white figures will be
accepted. Color figures may be published when
they are essential for the scientific contents of the
paper; in such case, the cost of publishing colored
figures will be covered by the authors.

Revision Articles

Will be accepted only when the editors have
invited the author to write such articles, when they
are part of the research line of the author as
evidenced by the presence of original articles in
the bibliography and in the quotations in the text.

Case Report

Should be objective and precise, with the
following items: 1) Summary (and keywords); 2)
Introduction; 3) Objective Report; 4) Discussion;
5) Conclusions; 6) Bibliography.
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Letters to the Editor

Letters sent to the editor(s) will be considered
for publication if they carry an intellectual
discussion regarding a recently published article.
They should have an informative title and not more
than 500 words. If accepted, a copy will be sent
to the author of the paper that raised the
discussion, with an invitation to submit a reply to
be published together with the letter.

Conflict of interests

As determined by the Sanitary Surveillance
Agency (RDC 102/2000) and by the National
Health Council (196/96) author(s) should inform
explicitly in the adequate form (Disclosure of
potential conflict of interests) about any potential
conflict of interests related to the paper submitted.
This requirement is intended to inform about
professional and/or financial relations (with
sponsorships and corporate interests) with
financial agents related to medical drugs or
equipment involved in the paper, which may
theoretically influence the interpretation of the
paper. The existence or non-existence of a declared
conflict of interests shall be included at the end of
all articles published.

Bioethics of experiments involving human

beings

Experiments involving human beings shall
follow the specific resolution of the National Health
Council available in the Internet address (http://
conselho.satde.gov.br//docs/Resolugcdes/Reso/
96de96.doc), including the signature of an
informed consent and the protection to volunteer
privacy.

Bioethics of experiments involving animals

Experiments involving animals shall follow
specific resolutions (Law 6,638, of May 8, 1979,
and Decree 24,645, of July 10, 1934).

Clinical Assays

Article containing results of clinical assays
should disclose all information required for their
proper evaluation, as previously established.
Authors shall refer to the “CONSORT” (www.con-
sort.statement.org)

Review by peers

All articles submitted shall be evaluated by two
analysts, who shall issue a fundamented opinion
to be used by the editors to decide whether or
not the paper will be accepted. Evaluation criteria
include originality, contribution to the body of
knowledge in the area, methodological adequacy,
clarity, and contemporaneity. Articles accepted for
publication may have editorial revisions to improve
clarity and understanding without changing its
contents.

Copyrights

All statements contained in the articles will be
under the full responsibility of the authors. After
and article is accepted, GED becomes the owner
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of copyrights of the material. Thus, all authors of
the articles submitted to GED should also send a
Deed of Copyright Assignment. The author in
charge of receiving letters from the readers will
receive 20 printed copies of the article and the
corresponding pdf file.

HOW TO SEND A PAPER

The author(s) should send:

e A letter of submission signed by all authors or
by the first author to appear in the list on behalf
of all authors, containing: 1) information regarding
a prior or double submission of any part of the
paper being submitted; 2) a declaration of
relations, financial or otherwise, that could lead
to a conflict of interests; 3) a declaration that the
article has been read and approved by all co-
authors and that the criteria to claim authorship
(see Uniform Requirements for Manuscripts
Submitted to Biomedical Journals) have been met
by all authors and that each author represents that
the information in the manuscript is true; 4) name,
address, telephone number, and e-mail of the
author who will receive letters; this author will be
responsible to communicate revisions and print
proofs to the other authors.

Interests.

¢ Deed of Copyright Assignment.

e Three copies of the paper typed in double
space, printed in letter-sized paper only on the
front (without printing on the back), margins of
2.5 cm and 1.5 space, with pages numbered in
the upper right corner; figure legends, figures, and
tables should be placed at the end, attached to
each copy; indicate in the text the place to insert
figures and tables.

e Three sets of figures in shiny photographic
copies.

e A CD containing the text file only, with the
paper text, and the files containing photographs
or figures.

How to prepare the CD

¢ Formatted CD compatible with IBM/PC;

e Use Microsoft Word for Windows text
software;

® The text file to contain only the text, from
the title page to the references, and the tables;

e Figures are not to be included in the text file;

* Place in the CD the lest version of the paper,
identical to the printed version submitted;

e Label the CD informing the software and the
version used, and the filed name.

Submission of a paper by e-mail allows for
greater efficiency of the revision procedures. For
that purpose, the text and the figures files shall
be sent to the GED e-mail (ged@fbg.org.br)

Messages to the editors with identification of
the authors should be sent together with
conventional and electronic addresses, and
together with information about the format used.
The paper shall be sent as an attachment, as a
Word for Windows file. Figures shall be in the jpg
or tif formats.
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
